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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to examine the relationships between growth
mindset, flexibility, and English learning motivation among Mattayomsuksa 2 students at
Klaeng Wittayasathaworn School in Klaeng District, Rayong Province. The sample consisted of
229 students enrolled in the academic year 2024. The research instrument used was a
questionnaire that included sections on personal factors, growth mindset, flexibility, and
motivation. Data were analyzed using a computer program to calculate frequency, percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. Hypothesis testing was conducted using independent sample
t-tests, one-way ANOVA, and Pearson’s product-moment correlation coefficient, with statistical
significance set at .05.

The research results are as follows:

1. Regarding personal factors among the students surveyed, 58.1% were female, and
51.5% were enrolled in the science-mathematics study plan.

2. Students exhibited moderate levels of growth mindset (X= 3.15, S.D. = 0.44),
flexibility (X = 3.41, S.D. = 0.52), and English learning motivation (X= 3.37, S.D. = 0.55).

3. No significant differences were found in growth mindset, flexibility, and English
learning motivation based on gender and study plans, except for flexibility in the alternative
aspect. Male students (X= 3.60, S.D. = 0.55) demonstrated significantly higher flexibility in
considering alternatives than female students (X= 3.46, S.D. = 0.48) (p < .05).

4. Growth mindset and flexibility showed a significant positive correlation with English
learning motivation (p < .001). The correlation for growth mindset was r = .699, and for flexibility,
it was r = .987.
